Grantees will work as English language assistant teach-
ers, under the supervision and guidance of a classroom 
teacher in K-12 schools and Escuelas Oficiales de Idio-
mas (state-run language schools) throughout Spain. 
Grantees will teach 12 to 16 periods per week. The 
assistant and the classroom teacher (or the school repre-
sentatives) may agree upon other activities and responsi-
bilities in which they should be involved, including attend-
ing faculty meetings, making class presentations and 
participating in extra-curricular activities such as work-
shops, field trips, student exchanges, music and theater 
performances, or sports events.
